Our mission drives us to teach our audiences this singular
lesson: that we “minorities” are not isolated cases; that we have
a responsibility to one another, and that indifference, passivity,
and inaction to injustice can result in public disaster. In short:
despite these turbulent times, our work at the museum is life
affirming and gratifying. OJMCHE's success is due to efforts of
a community of people who believe fervently that our museum
is a critical asset to society.
